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"Sorrow that is
according to the
will of God
produces a
repentance without
regret, leading to
salvation."

The Role of Repentance in the
Salvation of Sinners

Ilowers of Jesus Christ are familiar
Rith theword "repentance” but many
are unsure of its biblical meaning or
its role in the salvation of sinners. Some
would argue passionately that it must be
coupled with faith as the only saving re-
sponse to the Gospel. Others say that re-
pentance is not necessary for the salvation
of sinners, only faith (2 Tim 2:25). Consider
theimportance of repentancein the ministry
of our Lord Jesus. Thevery first word of His
very first sermon was "repent” (Mat. 4:17).
He later declared that He had come to call
sinners to repentance (Luke 5:32). His last
sermon to His apostles before ascending
into heaven, included acommand to preach
repentancefor theforgiveness of sins(Luke
24:47). Thisleaves no doubt to the Savior's
position on repentance.

Repentance Defined

The Greek-English Lexicon of the New
Testament provides an excellent definition
of thecommon Greek word "metanoia” used
for repentance in the New Testament. It
means "to change one's way of life as the
result of a complete change of thought and
attitude with regard to sin and righteous-
ness." We find in its meaning a conviction
that produces action. Such a changeis pro-
foundly noted by Paul's description of the
Thessalonians: "You turned to God from
idolsto servealiving and true God" (1 Thes.
1:9). These saints displayed three elements
of repentance: aturning from sinful behav-
ior, aturning to God and a desire to serve
Him. It isimpossibleto turn to God without
turning away from sin. Peoplewho continue
tolivein habitual sin and think they are saved
must be warned that Jesus saves us from
our sin, not in our sin.

One of the most gifted preachers of the 17th
century, Thomas Watson, defined repen-
tance asa"grace of God’s Spirit, which en-
ables a sinner to be inwardly humbled and
visibly reformed." Repentance movesaman
to recognize the wickedness of hissinwhich
produces godly sorrow and a broken and
contrite heart (Psalm 51:17). Convicted by
the Holy Spirit, the sinner acknowledgeshis
sinful nature, confesses his sins and makes
aheartfelt pleafor God'sforgiveness (Psalm
51:1-4; 1 John 1:9; L uke 18:13; Prov. 28:13).
Scripture says that atruly repentant person
hates the sin he once loved and is ashamed
of it (Ezekiel 36:31; Rom. 6:21). Heforsakes
hiswicked waysand turnsto God (Isa. 55:7;
Acts 26:20). Repentance produces a genu-
ine desire to be victorious over sin and a
longing for the day he will be forever
delivered fromit (1 John 3:3).

Repentance Produces Change
Repentance produces not only a change in
mind, but it also leads to a changed heart
andlife(Isa. 55:7). Intellectually, repentance
sees sin as an affront to our holy God and
Creator. The sinner understands that hissin
has separated him from God and caused en-
mity with God. God's Word instructshimto
turn to Christ as his only hope. No one can
cling to their sin and to Christ because "the
mind of sinful man is death, but the mind
controlled by the Spiritislife" (Rom. 8:6).

Emotionally, repentanceisaccompanied by
sorrow because sin has greatly offended our
loving and gracious God. Thissorrow, inand
of itself, is not repentance because people
can have sorrow and not repent. Judasisan
example of one who felt great remorse but
did not repent (Mat. 27:3). When repentance

isproduced from godly sorrow, according to
the will of God, it leadsto salvation (2 Cor.
7:10). God's kindness is meant to lead
sinners to repentance, but a stubborn and
unrepentant heart stores up His wrath for
theday of judgment (Rom. 2:4-5).

Volitionally, repentance produces atransfor-
mation of thewill whichwill be evidenced by
achangein direction and purpose (Rom. 6:6;
12:2). Thechangein behavior isnot repen-
tance; it isthefruit that repentance brings
forth. The Lord Jesus gave an example of
thisfruit when "the men of Nineveh repented
at the preaching of Jonah" (Mt. 12:41). After
Jonah preached, the Ninevites king issued
this proclamation: "'Let everyone call ur-
gently on God...so that we will not perish.'
When God saw

continue to be manifested throughout the
lifeof believers(Rom. 12:1-2; Heb. 12:1-2). It
is biblically inconsistent and theologically
problematic to suppose that anyone could
believeintheLord Jesusyet not repent. After
all, repentance includes turning from unbe-
lief to belief inthe Lord Jesus (Mat. 21:32).
Genuine saving faith isalways accompanied
by repentance. Paul testified to both Jews
and Gentiles of "repentance toward God and
faithin our Lord Jesus Christ" (Acts20:21).
Faith that is not grounded in repentance is
not genuine God-given faith. Those who
refuse to repent should fear God's wrath in
theday of jugment (Mat. 11:20-24).

Repentance is a Divine Command

Paul wrote: "God...commandsall men every-

where to repent, because He has appointed
a day on which He

Speaking through
the prophet |saiah,

10). According to Jesus, whoisour ultimate
authority for faith, their repentance produced
fruit; they turned from evil ways.

Whenever God grants repentance, a vivid
contrast is observed between the life that
was once dominated by the power of
darkness and the new life in Christ Jesus
(Cal. 1:13; Titus3:3-7; 1 Pet. 4:1-4). Thelaw
isatutor to bring men to Christ through re-
pentance and faith (Gal. 3:24). Each conver-
sion will be vindicated by works of
repentance and obedience (Acts 26:20; Rom.
6:17). God saves us the way we are, but He
never leaves us the way we were (1 Thes.
4.3). Those whom God loves, He reproves
and disciplines to bring them to repentance
(Rev. 3:19). Salvationisnot just from the pun-
ishment of sin, but also from the power of
sin. Thosewho are saved through Christ will
turn from sin to be saved from it. This can
only be donein the power of the Holy Spirit
who converts slaves of unrighteousness to
daves of righteousness (Rom. 6:16-18).

Repentance and Faith

It has often been said that repentance and
faith aretwo sides of the same coin: distinc-
tively different yet inseparable. They are
both sovereignly granted by God at the mo-
ment of conversion (Acts 11:18; Eph. 2:8-9;
Phil. 1:29). Oncereceived, these divine gifts
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our Lord com-
manded, "Turn to me and be saved, al the
ends of the earth! For | am God, and thereis
no other" (Isaiah 45:22). Our Lord began His
earthy ministry with the command: " Repent
and believethe Gospd" (Mark 1:15). Healso
commanded the churches at Ephesus, Sardis
and Pergamum to repent (Rev. 2:5;16; 3:3).
Sinners are commanded to turn from sin to
the Savior to escape the coming judgment.
Tragically, the call to repentance is the
critical truth that is most often left out of
Gospel preaching and evangelism. Yet Luke's
account of the Great Commission includesa
mandate to preach repentance (Luke 24:47).

The Importance of Repentance

In Peter's first two sermons he commanded
his listeners to repent for the forgiveness
and expiation of their sins (Acts2:38; 3:19).
On another occasion, when Simon the magi-
cian sinned by trying to buy God's power
with his money, Peter called him to "repent
from hiswickedness' (Acts8:22). Peter also
taught that repentance is necessary for
salvation: "The Lord...is patient with you,
not wanting anyone to perish, but everyone
to cometo repentance” (2 Pet. 3:9). Thisbeau-
tiful insight into the long-suffering and com-
passionate nature of God shows the impor-
tance of repentance. Our Lord gave specific
instructions to the apostles on how to evan-
gelize and then sent them out into the world
preaching "men should repent” (Mark 6:12).

He
said, "There are philosophies and ideolo-
gies, but also ways of thinking and acting,
that exalt freedom as the only principle for
human beings, making them think they are
gods and the final judges of what is good
and bad."

Repentanceisafoundational Christian prin-
ciple as witnessed by the exhortation: "go
onto maturity, not laying again the founda-
tion of repentance” (Heb. 6:1). The Chris-
tian faith is built on the very foundation of
repentance. When Catholics are confronted
with the pure Gospel of grace, they must
repent of their "gospel" of works-righteous-
ness. When Mormons are presented with
the eternal, uncreated Jesus of Scripture,
they must repent of their false Jesus. No
one can enter heaven clinging to a false
Christ or afalse gospel (John 8:24).

Repentance Denied

Those who argue that repentance is not
necessary for salvation defend their posi-
tion by saying repentance is not found in
the Gospel of John. However, thecall tore-
pentance is unmistakably given in John's
Gospel. Jesus declared to the lame man
whom He healed, "do not sin anymore"
(John 5:14). To the woman caught in adul-
tery, he commanded her "go and sinnomore”
(John 8:11). Jesus told them both to turn
from their sin which, clearly, is an explicit
call to repentance.
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Others argue that repentance is not neces-
sary for salvation becauseit isawork. They
accuse those who preach repentance are
guilty of teaching works salvation. Yet, genu-
ine repentance is not an attempt for asinner
to get right with God; it isgranted asagift of
God at the moment of conversion. The
change of behavior and turning from sin are
fruits of repentance, just as good works are
fruits of saving faith (Eph. 2:8-10). These
changesoccur after conversion, after the sec-
ond birth and after the Holy Spirit empowers
the new creature to live in obedience to his
or her new Master.

Repentance Examined

It would do usall good to examine ourselves
to see if there has been genuine repentance
inour lives. Arewe being transformed by the
renewing of our mind?Haveour heartsfound
new affections in the beauty and majesty of
Jesus? Does Christ have first place in our
hearts? Do we desire to please God and be
conformed to His will? Does our reverence
for God affect our attitude about sin? Do our
sins bring godly sorrow to our hearts? Has
our body been consecrated to the service of
God? Let us al glorify Jesus by becoming
morefaithful to Hisgreat commission.
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
